Summer League Rules for 2004 Season 

NOTICE TO COMPETITORS – KEEP THIS SHEET CAREFULLY

These rules and restrictions will apply to all four members’ competitions in 2004.  They will not be re-printed in individual schedules and it will be each member’s responsibility to ensure that he or she understands them and complies with them.

If you have any queries about eligibility, check with the show secretary BEFORE you enter.

1. The Summer League competition is divided into four sections: Preliminary, Novice, Elementary and Medium.

2. The members’ shows held during the spring and summer will each have one class at Preliminary, Novice, Elementary and Medium level designated as a Summer League qualifier.    

3. Points will be accumulated throughout the season, with ten points being awarded to a 1st place in a qualifier and points given on a descending scale down to 10th place.

4. A training grant in the form of a cheque for £50 and a commemorative medallion will be awarded to the winning rider of each section, with the proviso that the training grant will only be awarded if at least three riders in a section have accumulated qualifying points over the season.

5. Rosettes will be awarded down to 6th place in each section.

6. A horse/pony and rider combination winning the Summer League award at any level  cannot subsequently compete for Summer League points at Preliminary level, 

or compete for an award at a lower level than the one at which it has already won.

7. A horse/pony and rider combination which has won two Summer League awards at Novice level for two years in succession cannot compete again for Summer League points again at this level until two years have elapsed. 

8. Even if a horse/pony and rider combination is no longer eligible to compete for a training grant at a specific level, the combination may still enter the relevant qualifying class, subject to its individual class restrictions.  The combination can still win the class or be placed and will receive the appropriate rosette, but any Summer League points resulting from the win or place would be passed down to the next-placed competitor.

9. There are no restrictions on entering any class hors concours (HC).
